
Activity 1.2 Introducing blogging for reflective practice
Tutor actions
What you need to do in PebblePad to set up the activity
Prior to the activity:
· Create a gateway. Add students to the user group. The default permissions do not need to be changed for this activity.
· Set the gateway to lock at the end of the semester.
· When you have awarded either a pass or a fail grade, confirm/release the grades in manage assets on the gateway.
During the activity:
· At regular intervals read the posts and acknowledge the contributions the students have made to their blog. Explain to the students that you may not reply to every blog every week but that you will try to look at all contributions at some point in the semester.
· Once the assignment deadline has passed, read eight of the posts made in each blog and give feedback. If you are giving similar comments on each of the blogs, use the comment bank to reduce your work load. Award a pass or fail grade. 

Instructions to the learner
[bookmark: _GoBack]You can adapt these instructions to your learners and to your context 
· Log onto PebblePad.
· In create new and  more select blog. Give the blog your name as the title and put a brief description of the blog, reminding yourself that the purpose of this activity is to reflect on your professional practice.
· For step 2 choose a banner to suit your character.
· For step 3 select view and post to blog. A new window opens and, in the top right hand corner, select post new. Add your reflection in the text box that appears and select submit to add this thought to your blog.
· In the view of the blog, you will see your thought added to the blog. Close this window. Now select send to. Send this blog to the gateway your tutor has set up. Once you have sent the blog to the gateway you do not need to do this again as it will be automatically updated every time you add a new post. When you want to add a post to your blog, go to view, my assets and then select the blog. Choose view and post to blog. 
· Your tutor will be able to view the blog as you add to it. Your tutor will occasionally read your posts, but not necessarily every week.
· After the assignment due date has passed, you will not be able to add to this blog, but if you are enjoying the process of reflecting on your learning in this way, why not start a fresh blog?
· When your tutor has given your blog a pass/fail, you will receive an email notifying you that your blog has been graded.
